Pastor’s Letter

A reporter heard about a church fire on his
police scanner and ran to cover the story for the
nightly news. When he arrived on the scene he
learned that the fast-spreading fire had been
started by a bolt of lightening hitting the church
steeple. Finding the pastor among the crowd
that had gathered, the reporter asked,
"Reverend, what was your first reaction when
you saw this terrible devastation?"

"My first reaction?" The pastor chuckled. "I
thought, thank goodness, we took out insurance
against acts of God."

We have read too many news reports on the
various fires raging in the church. The largest
settlement to date in the Roman Catholic
Church's sex abuse scandal was recently
announced on the West Coast. Presbyterians
are currently in the news because of some
pastors "renouncing jurisdiction” (giving up their
ordination vows) and their congregations acting
to "disaffiliate" with the PCUSA. And only a
couple of weeks ago a local Lutheran church
treasurer was in court because he has admitted
to stealing over $200,000 in church funds for
personal use.

Along with wars overseas, violence on our city
streets and within our suburban homes, natural
disasters that seem to plague the most
vulnerable communities, and medical crises
involving our own loved ones, no wonder some
are accusing God of either not paying attention
to this world, or worse, causing much of the
pain. The problem of suffering and evil
(theodicy) is not an easy subject, and a
satisfactory answer that will fit all situations will
never be found. People of faith can only urge
steadfastness and prayer, while working
through the pain toward healing, accountability,
reconciliation, and reduction of risk or
prevention wherever possible.

Most of us understand all too well the not-so-
hidden accusation in the opening illustration
above. We laugh because it comes
uncomfortably close to our own secret doubts.
But, | invite you as your pastor, not to deny faith

struggles, but be honest with your friends and
family members, co-workers and strangers,
who challenge you on your beliefs about God's
benevolence, providence and love. Admit you
don't have all the answers, but share with them
what you do know. Speak from personal
experience - what God means to you, how the
Lord works in your life, of the value system you
live by, of the peace you do have, even though
it surpasses understanding. God will honor the
testimony, and is able to make it effective.

Now |
know in part; then | shall know fully, even as |
am fully known."

Then one day, (an) old Algebra teacher, of
all people, made me understand. He said
that when he was young, the adults
couldn’t understand how he could listen to
Big Band stuff-all those horns so loud, and
It's way to fast to dance to! He went on to
talk a little about how Mozart was received
in his own time. A few years later, the
movie “Amadeus” came out and the point
was driven home. | secretly vowed right
then to let my kids listen to their own styles

of music, without criticism, although |
occasionally roll my eyes at silly lyrics!

We are very fortunate at Wayside to be
able to sing traditional hymns as well as
more modern praise songs. The choir gets
to sing spirituals, praise, contemporary and
styles from various countries. One thing we
don’t do is rock! Admittedly, that would be
a bit much for many of our members to
have during the service. However, we
recently had a special concert by a band
called Serge. It was the first time | had
heard Christian Rock performed live and |
loved it! | wish more young people had
been there, we may have actually reached
them. I’'m hoping that once our new Youth
Director gets organized, we’'ll be able to
have Serge and other Christian Rock artists
come in and invite other youth groups to
visit. Could we have an outdoor concert to
rock the neighborhood? Maybe some of the
local youth will hear and stop by out of
curiosity.
