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BY THE WAY ...
“Did not our hearts burn within us, while
He talked with usy the wag”
(Luke 24:32)

On Tuesday, January "L6wWayside was made
proud by the installation of one of our own as
Moderator of the Presbytery of Donegal for the
year 2007. Congratulations are in order for Elder
Gail Benjamin, who brings grace, poise, and a
deep faith to this leadership position!

Or should we say condolences? It wasn't
long into the business meeting that our new
moderator encountered her first “division of the
house”, a verbal vote too close to call. In her
wisdom Gail ordered a secret ballot to settle the
matter, which also served as a peace-making tool
to prevent commissioners from noting who voted
which way. It may have been unintentional, but
| figure Gail’s lack of use of the moderator’'s
gavel to pound out her authority was another
way of de-escalating the tensions in a group of
people deeply committed to the truth — as we
each see it.

Though the General Assembly encouraged

member churches to take the two years between
national meetings for further study and dialogue,
the action that divided the house in Gail's first
presbytery meeting as moderator prematurely
closes debate and announces to the world that
Donegal Preshytery will allow no “scruples”
when it comes to ordination standards as
outlined in the constitution of the Presbyterian
Church (U.S.A.). Thatis, nominees and
candidates for the offices of Deacon, Elder and
Minister of the Word and Sacrament cannot
conform tomostof the provisions in the Book of
Order governing personal and public lives, they
must comply withall of them, including the
“fidelity in marriage, chastity in singleness”
clause at the core of the debate. (G-6.0106(b))

In plain words, our denomination — and our
presbytery — still affirms that full sexual
intimacy is reserved for the marriage bed of one
man and one woman. This was my conclusion in
a sermon | preached on the matter of homosexual
behavior this past year, a message based not on
Presbyterian polity, but on my reading of
Scripture. That message prompted a few strong
responses, including one parishioner “coming
out” to me regarding his own homosexuality, and
a couple of others leaving the church in
disappointment over a perceived sense of
discrimination and rejection in the church.

Unfortunately, there can be no further
dialogue and prayerful discernment with those
who absent themselves from the debate. But,
despite my present position on the matter, | have
continued to reach out to and affirm the one who
has chosen to remain and continue the dialogue
with us, now from both a theological and very
personal point of view.

To that end, the Christian Education
Committee and | have asked our seminary intern,
Jen Tyer, to dedicate her next Sunday morning
seminar to the study of the “Peace, Unity, and
Purity” (P.U.P.) Report adopted by the General
Assembly for study by its member churches.
There is more than the ordination issue to be
considered, including a recommendation to seek
alternative methods of decision making that
would minimize the kind of “division of the
house” experiences with which our new
moderator was met on her first day on the
(volunteer) job! This alternative adult class will
meet during the 9:00 AM Sunday School hour in
the kitchen for 4 weeks beginning Januart.28
The moderator of the preshytery will be one of
the students. You are invited to join them.

February is the month when many a thought
turns to romance and matters of the heart.
What a good time to talk about heart health.

Did you know that coronary heart
disease is the number cause of death in
the US? ... for both_ men and women (yes
ladies, heart disease kills more of you than
breast cancer)! Maintaining a healthy
weight, performing regular exercise, and
controlling your blood pressure and
cholesterol are among the best ways to stay
heart healthy. Many women and men
should consider taking a daily vitamin
supplement with folic acid, and a low dose of
aspirin (81mg, “baby aspirin”). Ask family
doctor about what actions are best for you
personally. He or she should be the main
source of information in these matters, and
help you take control of your health.
Even in an otherwise “healthy adult”,
problems can happen at any age. Heart
attacks most often start slowly, with mild
pain, and it is important to pay attention
to the symptoms.
include: chest discomfort, pain in
one or both arms, back, neck, jaw or
stomach, shortness of breath sweat,
nausea, and occasionally breaking into a
cold or lightheadedness.

If you, or someone you're with, has
persistent chest discomfort, especially with
one or more of the other symptoms, DO
NOT WAIT more than 5 minutes before
calling 911. Itis well documented that the
quicker care is received, the better the
chances of minimizing heart damage.
