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FROM THE PASTOR’S 

       DESK . . . 

 
On a recent Friday night, Meg and I decided to go to 
a little out of the way gathering place to hear the 
monthly music they were offering on the second 
floor of an outdoor recreation business.  Far from a 
commercial hot spot, this was intimate, homey and 
relaxed. The proprietors warmly welcomed us and 
pointed us in the direction of the stairs.  We had 
timed it so we‟d arrive after the music was 
underway.  The three part band had great 
harmonies and sounded pretty good in the room.  
We liked the atmosphere, the style of the facility, 
and even the owners with whom we do occasional 
business.   
 
Most chairs at tables were already taken when we 
entered.  But we didn‟t mind taking a couple of seats 
along the back wall.  From there we had a clear view 
of the musicians, and could watch the people.  While 
there seemed to be a few first timers like us, most 
people seemed to know each other.  Large round 
tables were rearranged to make room as more 
friends arrived.  The conversation grew louder as 
groups welcomed each other and shared 
refreshment.  It was not simply a party, but a 
celebration of life – genuine, happy, even enviable.  I 
found myself feeling somewhat like an outsider 
looking in on others‟ lives.  Soon we took our leave.  
The owners downstairs encouraged us to return and 
sent us off with a smile.  We may go back to try it 
again.  But next time I‟d be inclined to go armed with 
a couple of our own friends to better “fit in”. 
 
My experience that Friday night made me more 
understanding of what our guests might be 
experiencing as they visit Wayside on a Sunday 
morning.  They expect to be greeted by the pastor 
and maybe one or two others posted at the door.  
They prefer to sit near the rear of the sanctuary to 
take it all in, and they are among the first to exit the 
building.  The service may have been meaningful, 
but the deciding factor on whether they will return is 
the people.  If they can slip easily in and out without 
getting connected in some way beyond the Guest 
book and Passing of the Peace, we‟ve lost them.  It 
takes a lot of courage to return to a church even 
when one has been warmly received by the 
gathered community. 
 
This past year Wayside underwent a major self 
diagnostic and made some significant changes to 
our ministry to “Grow it forward” from a pastor size to 
a program size church.  Not a top down process, this 
has been a “we” thing, driven by the Holy Spirit with 
a corporate desire to have a greater impact for 
Christ on our wider community.  And though we 
have repeatedly stated our desire for transformation,  

and have put into place some important changes we 
believe will take root for growth, I am aware of the 
continued struggle among many of us to settle into 
the new format of our mission.  It is human nature to 
want our personal desires satisfied, but we are on a 
journey of outreach to others who may only give us 
one chance to prove we really care beyond 
ourselves.  The third of our core values in a WORD 
is Relationships – building relationships among 
people of all ages and stages of faith.  Our gathering 
times need to be celebrative, worshipful, and 
bonding not just among each other, but among new 
friends.   
 
Each one of us needs to be proactive looking for 
new faces, welcoming returning friends, and 
assisting guests.  During programs we should sit 
with them and help them participate joyfully, 
refraining from grumbling about things we don‟t like 
about the changes.  After programs, before running 
out to get on with our own agenda, we need to seal 
a guest‟s visit with another “touch”, sharing names 
and extending an invitation to return.  Offer to meet 
a new friend back at the church next time, and 
promise to be looking for them. 
 
Wayside is hungry for growth, but it will not happen 
just because we open our doors and rearrange the 
chairs around the tables.  Christ must be the center 
of our ministry, even as the blood-red dot is the 
center of our four Ws – Welcome, Worship, Wisdom 
and Witness.  And the Holy Spirit must be our 
power, not our own strength.  We are to cooperate 
with what God is doing among us.  And it will take 
time.  “Rome wasn‟t built in a day”, neither will 
Wayside simply leap up onto the next level without 
rolling up our sleeves and going to work.   
 
Nobody can take a “wait and see” attitude.  Already 
we‟ve lost an opportunity to form a chime choir for 
lack of interest, and the new children‟s choir initiative 
is on shaky ground for inconsistent participation.  
Our Christian formation classes are healthy and 
growing, as is our Praise team for the 11:00 worship 
service.  This is truly good news.  But we are very 
thin in the ranks of our 8:30 choir, and we are getting 
very little support for a new initiative reach out to the 
Oswego Village in our area with educational 
ministry.  The food pantry and monthly dinner 
ministry to our community is strongly enlisted, but 
our attempt to form a new Care Team to extend 
pastoral care to our own church family is 
languishing.  Pursuing the vision and requests of this 
congregation we have invested in support staff and 
stretched the annual budget.  We have opportunity 
and leadership, now we need gifted and willing 
volunteers step up and serve.   
 
I truly want to go back to that out of the way place 
and try their Friday evening music again.  They have 
a good thing going.  I only wish there was an 
obvious place at a table for me.
